¨ Chisholm Beautification Asso-
ciation—$10,000—Lake Street 
Beautification and Lakewalk 
Enhancement.  The Chisholm 
Beautification Association is a 
nonprofit organization made up 
of citizens who are dedicated to 
preserving historical landmarks, 
enhancing aesthetic qualities of 
our community and fostering 
pride in our city.  This grant was 
awarded to help fund the replace-
ment of trees and new banners on 
Lake Street and to restore and 
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The CCF’s mission is to be a steward of funds for innovative & creative projects that are responsive to community & economic 
development in the areas of social service, education, arts & culture, conservation & historic & environmental preservation. 
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enhance the Blatnik Memorial along 
the Lakewalk. 

¨ United Way of NE Minnesota—
$5,000—Imagination Library.  The 
United Way is partnering with the 
Dolly Parton Imagination Library in 
an effort to help prepare children for 
kindergarten.  Every child in the 
Chisholm/Balkan area enrolled in 
this program will be sent an age ap-
propriate book each month.  Chil-
dren will receive books from birth to 
age five and there is no cost to the 
family.  This grant money will help 
the United Way to achieve its goal 
of making a difference in the learn-
ing readiness of kindergarten age 
children. 

 
The CCF’s current fund balance is over 
$1.7 million.  The grants that have been 
awarded since 1998 total approximately 
$540,000.  The support of the commu-
nity and our investors is helping to per-
petuate a Foundation that will give back 
for many years to come.
