
Students in the Chisholm 
School District returned from 
their summer vacation to find 
some exciting changes at their 
school(s). 

One of those 
changes is the 
new computer-
ized food ser-
vice program 
which is avail-
able to all stu-
dents.   The 
lunch tickets 
that most of us 
remember are a 
thing of the 
past.  With this 
new service, 
each child is 
given a four-
digit code that 
they punch in 
when they go to 
get their lunch.  
Parents no 
longer need to 
write separate 
checks for each 
of their chil-
dren.  The fam-
ily account car-
ries the balances 
and each child 
in the home has 
a different pin 
number.  The 
computer 
checks the bal-
ance on the 
family account 
and records the 
transaction.  At 
the end of each two week pe-
riod, the youngest student in the 
family receives a report to be 
brought home.  This report lets 
the parents know the balance in 
their account.  It also indicates, 

by child, how many lunches 
and milks the child has eaten.  
This will help the parents iden-
tify any problems in the nutri-
tional value of the child’s meals 
as well as informing the parents 

if their child(ren) is eating 
lunch at school or leaving cam-
pus and buying something at a 
store.  

The program helps the food

service staff to identify days 
when meals are not well re-
ceived.  It also offers anonymity 
to those students who qualify 
for reduced or free meals.  Once 
the status of the family is en-

tered into the computer, 
there is no indication of 
whether or not a student 
receives a free or re-
duced meal. 

The second and most 
exciting thing the ele-
mentary students re-
turned to was the new 
red and blue play-
ground, located directly 
across the street from 
the elementary school.  
The students had an 
active part in deciding 
which playground they 
wanted.  The play-
ground is complete 
with ladders, sand 
shovels, swings, slides, 
lifts, bridges and puz-
zles.  It is a great addi-
tion to the recess ac-
tivities as well as be-
ing used before and 
after school.  Until this 
year, the students did 
not have an apparatus 
to play on. 

Both of these pur-
chases were made pos-
sible in part by the 
grant awards from the 
CCF; $10,000 toward 
the computerized food 
service program and 

$14,000 toward the new play-
ground.

The keynote address was 
“Methamphetamine and Its Effect in 
Our Community.”  The Minnesota 
Community Foundation manages a 
total of 556 funds with assets of $152 
million. 

A grant was awarded this year to a 
new 501c3, the Chisholm Beautifica-
tion Association (CBA).  Their first 
project, City Wide/City Pride (in co-
operation with the City of Chisholm 
and the County), allowed residents 
an opportunity to clean out their 
trash.  Twenty-two 30 cubic yard 
dumpsters of trash were removed.  In 
addition, 207 appliances, 220 batter-
ies, 240 tires, 1,003 fluorescent 
bulbs, 328 gallons of paint and many 
more items were removed.  The CBA 
hopes the City will continue an an-
nual clean-up program.
