
Paul E. Marturano, who has 
served on the Chisholm 
Community Foundation 
Board for the past 15 years, 
has been appointed to re-
place longtime Chairman 
Ron Gornick. 

“Ron has been the captain of 
our ship since 1987 and has 
steered this ship very well,” 
said Marturano.  “As a vi-
sionary and doer, he’s going 
to be difficult to replace.  I 
think the citizens of Chis-
holm owe Ron a great big 
thank you for all he has done 
for our community.  His loy-
alty and devotion are second 
to none—he’s a Chisholmite 
through and through.” 

Paul was born and raised in 
Buhl.  For 36 years, he 
worked in the mining indus-
try and was employed by 
Pickands-Mathers and 
Cleveland Cliffs.  In 1971, 
he was named Assistant 
Resident Manager of the 
Scully Mine & Concentrat-
ing Plant in Wabush, Labra-
dor, Canada and in 1973 be-
came the Resident Manager 
in charge of all operations 
including the Town of 
Wabush.  He and his wife, 
Florence, have lived in Chis-
holm since 1974.  The cou-
ple has seven children—all 
of whom are investors in the 
CCF.  They also have 18 
grandchildren. 

The Chisholm Community 
Foundation has over $1.6 

million in principal.  This is 
a combined total of the gen-
eral fund, which is approxi-
mately $1.5 million, and four 
family funds; the Chisholm 
Public School Foundation—
$39,214; Philip Falcone 
Fund— $60,435; Rudy & 
Mayme Gazvoda Fund— 
$14,953; Ron & Carole Gor-
nick Fund—$20,200. 

Over the next two years, 
Marturano’s goal is to reach 
the $2 million mark.  “That’s 
an ambitious goal,” said 
Paul.  “But once we reach $2 
million, we will be able to 
award a total of $100,000 in 
grants per year.” 

In order to meet this goal, 
Marturano is hoping the 
number of local investors 
living in the community 
where grants are being dis-
bursed will increase, as well 
as the number of businesses 
offering payroll deduction 
for donations.  Currently, 
two employers, the Range 
Center and the Chisholm 
Public Schools, offer payroll 
deduction contributions to 
the CCF. 

“Hopefully, we can encour-
age more people who live in 
Chisholm/Balkan to become 
investors,” said Marturano.  
“The majority of our inves-
tors are former alumni who 
live out-of-town.”  Any dol-
lar amount donated to the 
CCF is always greatly appre-
ciated.

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Since 1998, the CCF has 
awarded $500,000 in grants.  
Approximately $308,000 has 
been given to the City of 
Chisholm or city-related pro-
jects.  Another $124,000 has 
gone to benefit the schools 
and school-related activities.  
The remainder has gone to 
other organizations around 
town who are also working 
toward the betterment of our 
community. 

To cover the day-to-day op-
erating expenses, the CCF 
directors have implemented 
fundraisers such as the Cinco 
de Mayo Festival, an annual 
golf outing, and bartending at 
the Minnesota Deer Hunters 
annual banquet.  Corporate 
Partners, who donate $1,000 
each per year, also help pro-
vide the revenue needed to 
keep up with overhead costs. 

Tom Varichak and Tim Lar-
son, newly elected Vice 
Chairman and Secretary/
Treasurer, along with the rest 
of the CCF board, will be 
assisting Mr. Marturano in 
working toward the CCF’s 
goal of $2 million.  Ron Gor-
nick has also made himself 
available as a valuable re-
source for Marturano and the 
CCF.
