
The Chisholm Community Foundation re-
cently received donations to start up two 
new family funds: the Catherine Elizabeth 
Cox Family Fund and the Robert Jon Cor-
radi Memorial Scholarship Fund, which is 
under the auspices of the Chisholm Public 
School Foundation. 
 
Catherine Cox was born in Chisholm, the 
second of five daughters of Andrew and 
Valeria Tuzinski Cox.  She attended 
Teacher’s College in Minnesota and went 
on to become a college geography profes-
sor in Massachusetts at both Clark Univer-
sity in Worcester and Fitchburg State Col-
lege.  Catherine traveled throughout the 
world and was an avid photographer of the 
lands and people she visited. 
 
During World War II, Catherine began her 
military career as a Navy Wave.  She re-
tired as a lieutenant commander for the 
U.S. Navy Reserves in 1970.  After her 
retirement, Catherine lived in Portland, 
Oregon from 1973 to 1999.  She then 
moved to Rochester, Minnesota where she 
resided until her death in July of 2005. 
 
The Catherine Elizabeth Cox Family Fund 
came with specific instructions that monies 
be used for educating the children of Chis-
holm. 
 
The Chisholm Community Foundation and 
the Chisholm Public School Foundation 
are proud to announce the establishment of 
a memorial scholarship fund in honor of 
Robert Jon Corradi, a 2003 graduate of 
Chisholm High School.  The fund was cre-
ated by Robert’s parents, Shelley & Greg 
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Corradi, in honor of his life and his many 
scholastic and athletic accomplishments 
along with his devotion to Chisholm youth 
programs. 
 
This fund will provide scholarship support 
to graduating seniors from Chisholm High 
School.  The Chisholm Public Schools 
Scholarship Committee will determine the 
recipient.  Applicants must be graduating 
seniors with a minimum GPA of 2.7 and 
involved in sports. 
 
It is an initiative of the CCF Board of Direc-
tors to build their Family of Funds by allow-
ing people to leave a legacy in their name.  
Other Family Funds include the Philip Fal-
cone Family Fund, Ron & Carole Gornick 
Family Fund, Rudy & Mayme Gazvoda 
Family Fund, and the Chisholm Public
