Long after 
your lifetime, gifts will be made in the 
name of the fund you establish in a time-
less expression of your values.

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Why a Foundation? 

First and foremost, what is a foundation?  A foun-
dation is a tax-exempt, independent, publicly sup-
ported, charitable organization.  It is operated for 
a permanent collection of funds for the long term 
benefit of a defined geographic area. 

Chisholm Community Foundation’s defined area 
is Chisholm and Balkan.  Our Foundation works 
actively to keep our present investors and seek 
new investors in order to increase our ability to 
give out more money. 

The CCF is affiliated with the Minnesota Com-
munity Foundation, located in St. Paul, and we 
are one of 32 such foundations.  The Minnesota 
Community Foundation, as the steward of our 
members’ investments, has given us a remarkable 
return on investment. 

Beginning in 1987 and continuing through 2007, 
a 20 year span, alumni and friends have invested 
$1,139,915 in the Chisholm Community Founda-
tion.  In 1998, we initiated our grant giving pro-
gram and in a ten year period through 2007, we 
have awarded $504,101 back to various organiza-
tions, the school and city.  This can be equated to 
a 44.20% return on income.  The CCF gives all of 
its grant money back to the Chisholm-Balkan 
area.  No other charity can make such a claim. 

For the past five years, our rate of return on in-
vestment is as follows:

¨ 2004  12.2% 

¨ 2005    8.5% 

¨ 2006  12.3% 

¨ 2007    9.5% 

The five year average is 13.3%.  We want our in-
vestors to be aware of this as we are proud of this 
success.  As a board of directors, we are commit-
ted to doing the very best and are very happy with 
our accomplishments to-date. 

Our 13 member board consists of volunteers and 
receives no director fees, mileage or any other 
fringe benefit. 

As we look to the future, 
we recognize that the  
CCF will be a huge finan-
cial contributor to our 
schools, city and other or-
ganizations that qualify 
for our grants.  We need 
your continued support to 
make Chisholm-Balkan a 
better place to live.

As the Superintendent of the Chisholm Schools, I cannot convey the words of gratitude I have toward the Chisholm Com-
munity Foundation.  Last fall, the CCF funded a graphic arts program for the Senior High Art Department.  We were able 
to purchase computers, printers, software and art supplies.  These products, along with the instruction of Heather 
Tomczak, prepare our students for a career in graphic arts and other art areas. 
 
The Chisholm Community Foundation also funded the purchase of Smart Boards.  Smart boards are an interactive teach-
ing tool that allows the teachers to work at the computer while displaying the activity on the Smart board.  It is a great 
advance in technology in the classroom. 
 
In prior years, the CCF has graciously given us funding for so many other things that have helped to ensure our students 
are getting prepared for the future.  Grants that have been given to the Chisholm School District include: beads/supplies 
for Indian Education, band instruments, server for web page & e-mail, choir room clavinova, computers & accessories for 
Ranger Yearbook, Omni Deluxe Amplification System, NWEA testing system, fax machine, “Field of Dreams” mainte-
nance at Vaughan-Steffensrud, band uniform maintenance, auditorium lighting system, fitness center equipment, commu-
nications equipment for buses, bus monitoring system, computerized food service, band rehearsal room chairs, smart 
boards and graphic arts equipment.
